Upon invoking some Mosaic teaching, 
that Jesus Himself even cited, ol’ Paul 
emphasizes, “I would rather die than 
lose my distinction of preaching without 
charge. For preaching the Good News is 
not something I can boast about. I am 
compelled by God to do it. How terrible 
for me if I didn’t do it!” (1 Corinthians 
9:15b, 16.) Paul has been described as 
being a tentmaker by profession and a 
missionary by Divine Intent. An insightful 
observation true of every fully-devoted 
follower of Jesus Christ.  

Proportionally, only a handful may ever 
have the privilege to “earn a living” by 
their testimony. Yet, a dying world longs 
to see and hear yours. If God has indeed 
changed your heart and given you new 
eyes to see, then you have been sent to 
a mission field, too. Therefore—go.
